National Heritage Listing

»  Nominate the entire area of the ADI Site known as the Western Precinct for an Emergency
National Heritage Listing because its natural, cultural and aesthetic values, which include the
Endangered Ecological Community, Cumberland Plain Woodland, are under imminent threat
from urban and industrial development.

s Nominate the land known as the Regional Park and Residual National Estate land, some 902
hectares, for National Heritage Listing.

*  Nominate for National Heritage listing the King Family Farm Sites that comprise of the
Dunheved and Elizabeth King Farm archaeological sites and the Jordan Hill site. These sites are
currently on the now redundant Register of the National Estate.
